We are looking for art in any media. The subject matter is up to the artist.

Dudley House, due to its architecture, has various sized wall spaces to hang work. As it is a historic house, works are hung on straps rather than fixed to the walls.

Artists are asked to present their work ready for exhibit, framed or in a manner that can be hung on a suspended strap system.

There is floor space for freestanding works but artists are asked to provide any props, plinths, pedestals or platforms required to exhibit their work. Artists are also asked to provide any instruction or requirements for the installation of their work.

I, as the exhibition coordinator will be glad to assist in any matter relating to the installation of your work or with any questions you have regarding the exhibition.  

The exhibition will be advertised within the Bendigo Queer Film Festival program guide, press releases, Trouble (arts listing magazine) and all other contacts.  

The exhibition will have an official opening between 6 and 8pm on Friday 9th of April before the opening night of the Bendigo Queer Film Festival at 8.30pm. The exhibition will be open to the public from 10am till 5pm on the weekend of the festival.

The Bendigo Queer Film Festival looks forward to seeing your artwork. Artists chosen for exhibition will be notified soon after the closing date for entry.
